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Graduate Student Research Award Guidelines

2004-2005

Dear Applicant:

Each year, we offer one $2,500 award to SDSU graduate students who plan to conduct all or part of a research project at one or more of the SDSU Field Stations: Fortuna Mountain Research Reserve (within Mission Trails Regional Park), Santa Margarita Ecological Reserve, Sky Oaks Field Station, and Tijuana River National Estuarine Research Reserve (an auxiliary Field Station).

Purpose:

· To promote and support research conducted at the SDSU Field Stations.

Qualifications of applicants:

· Graduate student in good standing at San Diego State University.
· Documented evidence of outstanding ability and promise in research.

· Proposed research to be conducted at one or more of the four SDSU Field Stations.

Terms of the Award:

· This award is for one year only – starting date based on the starting date of the project.  Of the $2,500 award, one-half ($1,250) will be presented at the time of the award.  The remaining $1,250 will be given at the time the final report is turned in to the Field Station Programs.

· The recipient will receive an invitation to attend the annual Jordan Dale Covin Memorial Lecture and special dinner held in the fall.

· The recipient is required to attend and present a poster or display demonstrating their research at the annual Spring Celebration held by the SDSU Field Station Programs.

· The recipient is expected to follow the main outline of the original proposal.  If a major deviation is necessary, approval must be obtained from the SDSU Field Station Programs.

· If the recipient is unable to initiate or complete the project for any reason, the funds shall be returned to the SDSU Field Station Programs.

· Acknowledgment of support from and use of San Diego State University Field Stations in publications resulting from the research is required.

· Two copies of all publications resulting from the research will be presented to the Field Station Programs office.

· We encourage you to consult your advisor with this application and have that person review the document prior to submission.
